Mina Road Park

Japanese Knotweed

Will be sprayed with herbicide over the summer and autumn.

Stream

There will be an appraisal after 3 months and the contract will have to be put into a tendering process in the future, which should be transparent.

Fencing Gap in Children’s Play Area
Not obvious, Miles is investigating further.

Ashley Road Open Space
Pete Clark has arranged to have the wooden stumps removed and work done to make the area safe.

It would be good to have a fence and gate installed at the entrances to the park.

St Werburghs Park
Leaflets and flyers will be sent to the local residents to see if they wish to have clearance work on the vegetation at the back of their gardens carried out.

If they agree, the work could be done in the near future. Miles said he could be on site to monitor this.

Section 106 Funding
Miles wants to be able to secure monies from this for local parks.

The Neighbourhood Partnership are setting up a central board to look at how monies can be spent, a council officer will be part of this. Hugh and Roland will attend a meeting next week about this.

The park urgently needs a new fence and double gate; quotes to be obtained.

Building Into the Park
A local resident has built into the park.

The council has instructed the owner of the property to remove the offending section of the wall and have it reinstated to the correct position; any damage caused by woodstain on the grass will have to addressed and put right.

Bristol Tree Strategy
The trees have to be checked and any dead branches removed.
